The lower grades will be taught 

in the learning center here, but 

as there is not enough room for 

all grades in the existing 

building nor room to build, we 

are going to move the campus, 

dorms and all to the new 

property.

• 1 cook
• 2 helpers in the children’s hut
• 2 missionary families
• Plus Volunteers

The 100 acres of which 
we are now co-owners is a 
beautiful place with many 
fruit trees and flowering 
plants and ponds.
Gravity-feed water and 
hydrants suit it for 
agriculture in addition as 
a campus.

grow...
The property has jackfruit trees and 
mango with many other varieties of 
tropical fruits.

It is beautifully landscaped, with 
flowering plants trees and bushes. 
There are 5 large ponds.

It has a large building with 
commercial weaving looms and 
sewing machines. This building is 
large enough to house many of our 
vocational training classes.

There are 26 bathrooms and showers 
for girls and boys with many sinks 
for hand washing.

There is a kitchen for home 
economics or to function as a school 
kitchen.

Some of these buildings are in need 
of remodeling/repairs .

A large cement open water tank and 
composting tanks all with roofs over 
them.

This property has been used by 
Buddhist monks in the past, and 
there is a large building which used 
to house a large golden Buddha. This 
building will be used for medical 
training and outreach to the 
community.

There is enough land on which to 
erect staff housing and dorms as 
needed.

The water is gravity flow with 
hydrants for the areas of agriculture.

We believe that this property is 
going to be used for God’s glory in 
the furthering of His work.

This is going to be God’s vocational training center, a place set aside for the God of 
heaven, a place of prayer—not to an idol made of wood and stone, but to the God 
who never sleeps or slumbers, who holds the universe in His hands.
